Risk-weighted assets (RWA) decreased in Q1, and
increased as expected again in Q3.

RWA decreased as a result of the new CRR3 Capital Requirement
Regulation.

Aktia switched from the F-IRB (Foundation Internal Ratings Based
Approach) approach to the standardised approach for corporate
exposures in Q3, at which time RWA increased again.

The overall effect of the implementation of CRR3 and the
subsequent transition from the F-IRB approach to the standardised
approach reduced the risk-weighted assets as estimated.

Aktia continues to apply the A-IRB (Advanced IRB) approach for
the retail loans, which constitute the majority of the loan portfolio.
